Agri-Business:
1) Farmers Market recap:  There are 17 spots to sell, 16 spots were paid in full for the season and there was a smattering of $10.00 per day throughout the season.  Three vendors abandoned their spots due to decreased traffic.  Total income was $830.00 and expenses were $350.30.
Economic Revitalization & Development:  No Report.

1) Jim Riley apologized for the mix up about last month’s meeting.  He offered Old Main for November’s meeting and promised that Old Main people will be there.  The Apple Affair G-E-T Redhawk Art Show had a good turnout at Old Main.  Old Main will be hosting a concert on Oct. 16th at 2pm, tickets are $15.00.

1) Annual Meeting will be at Arctic Springs on Wednesday, October 26th.  A speaker from the National Pork Board, Danny Meyer from Loyal, Wis., will be speaking.
