November 2, 2011

Meeting was called to order by Secretary Renee Brenengen at 7:40am.

Wade Britzius, President of GEPS, welcomed us to Old Main.  Gary Olson introduced the Old Main Historical and Genealogy Library Committee (himself, Keith Cook, Dorothy Dale and Judy Gautsch).  The Committee members work 4 hours each 2 Saturdays a month for a total of 32 hours each month to catalog and scan items donated to Old Main.  Since our last visit they have acquired new book shelves, file boxes and storage shelving.  They are working to get large glass display cases to display articles of clothing that have been donated.  Most funding comes from donations along with some proceeds from events that occur at Old Main.  Proceeds from the Main Event are used to maintain the building which costs approximately $1,000/month.
