Secretary’s Report:

A reminder was also made by Diane for the treasurer to submit an invoice to the city who offered to pay a portion of our brochure printing costs at our July meeting.

Promotion & Tourism: 
Renee B. gave a verbal report regarding the meeting held on March 27th. All 5 members were in attendance. The committee discussed using the atrium at the high school for highlighting one of the three segments of our new slogan (Live, Work, Play) during the 2015 G-E-T Showcase. New to the Citywide Rummage Sale is an offer to provide a drop off location for any leftover items from the sale. In addition, the $60 check written to Leo Waldenberger for the annual fee to rent land for our sign on Highway 53 will not be cashed pending the decision of where the proposed high voltage power line will be going. Our sign may be in the path of the proposed route. This means the refurbishing of our sign is also on hold until further notice. 
Jim R. also announced that on Sunday, April 13th Gale Star Music Shows will be presenting a program of Show Songs featuring vocal students from St. Mary’s University. Show time is 4pm.
Website:  
For the month of March, there were 711 hits, 1311 page views and 424 unique visitors to the Chamber website. A suggestion was made by Mary Knappen to dedicate a section on the website to spotlight each of the chamber member’s businesses. John G. also agreed to provide our new business directory in a pdf format so it can be included on the site as well.
Other Business: Amy Brenengen and Paula Gold, Directors of Communities Off ‘n Funning, gave a brief presentation regarding our 2013 partnership with them. Last year, at the recommendation of the Promotion and Tourism Committee, we voted to turn Apple Affair Bike Tour over to this organization. We also sponsored their Jingle Rock 5K in December 2013. Amy and Paula explained the 8 events they have available in 2014. After discussion, Tammy P. presented a motion to continue our sponsorship at the Gold Level for $500 for 2014 and select 2 events in particular (Apple Affair Bike Tour and The Frigid Hawaiian 5K). The motion was seconded by Lindsay S. Motion carried. The door was left open to consider increasing our level of contribution.
New Business: A telephone request was received from Tina W. with Kids From Wisconsin hoping the Chamber could help to bring the performance to Galesville this summer. The total cost would be $4,500. The consensus was the Chamber is not in a position to assist at this time.
